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‘They recited the Ten Commandments, the Shema’, the sections "And it shall come to
pass if you diligently listen", and "And the Lord said", "True and firm", the ‘Abodah, and
the priestly benediction’.

Rab Judah said in the name of Samuel: Outside the Temple also people wanted to do the
same, but they were stopped on account of the insinuations of the Minim. Similarly it has
been taught: R. Nathan says, They sought to do the same outside the Temple, but it had
long been abolished on account of the insinuations of the Minim.

Rabbah b. Bar Hanah had an idea of instituting this in Sura, but R. Hisda said to him, It
had long been abolished on account of the insinuations of the Minim. Amemar had an
idea of instituting it in Nehardea, but R. Ashi said to him, It had long been abolished on
account of the insinuations of the Minim.
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
